MONDAY 
READ Haggai 1:2 

The people of Judah didn’t openly reject 
God. They simply delayed obedience. Life 
moved on. Homes were built. Fields were 
planted. Schedules filled up. And 
somewhere along the way, what mattered 
most became something they would get to 
“later.” That is how spiritual drift often 
works. Not all at once, but little by little. 
Prayer becomes occasional. Scripture 
becomes rare. Worship becomes routine. 
Serving gets pushed aside. Faithfulness 
begins when we notice the drift and invite 
God to bring us back. Ask God to show 
you one area where you have slowly 
drifted. Take one small step back toward 
Him today. 

 
TUESDAY 

READ Haggai 1:5 
“Later” can sound harmless. Later I’ll pray. 
Later I’ll serve. Later I’ll get serious about 
my walk with Christ. But later never 
comes. God’s call through Haggai was 
simple: stop, look honestly, and consider 
your ways. Not someone else’s life. Yours. 
God was trying to wake them up. Grace 
often sounds like a holy interruption. Write 
down one thing you have been postponing 
spiritually. Decide what step you will take 
today, not later. 

 
WEDNESDAY 

READ Haggai 1:4 
God was not condemning the people for 
having homes. The problem was their 
priorities. They found time, energy, and 
resources for what mattered to them, but 
God’s house remained neglected. That still 
challenges us. Our priorities are not 
revealed by what we say is important. 
They are revealed by what consistently 
gets our attention, energy, and devotion. 
What gets first place in your life? Look at 
your calendar, spending, attention, and 
energy. Ask, “What do these reveal about 
what I truly value?” 

THURSDAY 
READ Haggai 1:6 

The people were busy, but unsatisfied. 
Working, but not fulfilled. Moving, but not 
arriving. God was helping them connect 
what they had missed: when life is out of 
alignment with Him, something always 
feels off. Not every hardship is 
punishment, but spiritual misalignment 
always affects the heart. We were created 
to live with God at the center. When 
anything else takes His place, it eventually 
disappoints. Ask yourself: “Where does my 
life feel busy but empty?” Bring that area 
honestly before God in prayer. 
 

FRIDAY 
READ Matthew 6:33 

Jesus did not say to seek God when life 
slows down, when things get easier, or 
when everything else is handled. He said 
seek first. First means God gets the 
center, not the leftovers. His kingdom 
shapes our decisions, relationships, 
service, worship, and priorities. 
Faithfulness begins when God moves from 
the margins back to the middle. Putting 
God first does not make life perfect, but it 
puts life back in order. Choose one 
practical way to put God first today before 
your schedule fills up. 
 

SATURDAY 
READ Haggai 1:8 

God’s instruction was clear: start 
rebuilding. The people didn’t need more 
excuses. They needed obedience. For us, 
the issue is not rebuilding a physical 
temple. Scripture reminds us that God’s 
Spirit dwells in His people. So, the 
question becomes personal: what part of 
your spiritual life has been neglected? 
Prayer? Worship? Trust? Service? Your 
relationship with Christ? God is not asking 
for perfection. He is calling for faithfulness. 
Take one concrete step today to rebuild 
what has been neglected in your walk with 
God.
