MONDAY 
READ Ezekiel 37:1 

Nobody wants to live in the valley. 
Va l leys  a re  p laces  o f  loss , 
disappointment, confusion, and pain. 
Yet God intentionally brought Ezekiel 
there. Sometimes we assume God has 
abandoned us when we find ourselves 
in difficult places. But Ezekiel reminds 
us that God is just as present in the 
valley as He is on the mountaintop. 
The valley may be where God reveals 
His power most clearly. Instead of 
asking God to remove your valley 
today, ask Him to reveal Himself in it. 

 
 
 
 
 

TUESDAY 
READ Ezekiel 37:3 

Standing among dry bones, life 
seemed impossible. Yet God asked a 
question that shifted the focus from the 
problem to His power. Faith does not 
deny reality. Ezekiel didn't pretend the 
bones weren't dead. Faith simply 
recognizes that God has the final word. 
What looks impossible to you is not 
impossible for Him. Identify one 
situation you've stopped believing can 
change and bring it before God in 
prayer today. 

 
 

WEDNESDAY 
READ Ezekiel 37:4 

God told Ezekiel to speak His Word 
into a hopeless situation. That probably 
felt foolish. After all, who preaches to 
bones? Yet God's Word has power. It 
reaches places our strength cannot. It 
speaks life into despair, hope into 
discouragement, and truth into 
confusion. When life feels dead, God's 
truth is often where restoration begins. 
Read a passage of Scripture aloud 
today and allow God's truth to speak 
into an area of your life where you 
need hope. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

THURSDAY 
READ Ezekiel 37:8 

The bones came together. The bodies 
formed. Everything looked complete. 
Yet something was missing. It's 
possible to look spiritually healthy while 
fee l ing empty ins ide.  Church 
attendance, knowledge, and activity 
are important, but they cannot replace 
a living relationship with God. We need 
more than structure. We need His 
Spirit. Spend time with God today 
beyond routine. Talk to Him honestly 
about the condition of your heart. 
 

FRIDAY 
READ Ezekiel 37:10 

Romans 8:11 
The turning point came when God's 
breath entered the bodies. What was 
dead became alive. The same truth 
applies to us. Romans 8:11 reminds us 
that the Spirit who raised Jesus from 
the dead lives in believers. God's 
power is not limited to biblical history. 
He is still bringing life to weary hearts 
today. No valley is beyond His reach. 
Ask God to breathe fresh life into one 
area of your faith that has become dry 
or stagnant. 
 

SATURDAY 
READ John 11:25 

Ezekiel's vision ultimately points to 
Jesus. He is the One who brings life 
where death once ruled. He is the One 
who calls people out of graves, 
forgives sin, and makes all things new. 
The valley was never the final 
destination. The dry bones were never 
the end of the story. And neither is 
your struggle. Jesus specializes in 
resurrection. Pray this today: “Lord, 
help me trust that You are still working, 
even in places that feel hopeless.”
