MONDAY 
READ Judges 3:15 

The first thing Scripture tells us about 
Ehud is what made him different. In a 
culture built around right-handed 
warriors, Ehud didn’t fit the mold. Yet 
that difference became part of God’s 
plan. We often assume God can only 
use people who seem naturally gifted, 
confident, or impressive. But God has 
always worked through unlikely people. 
Moses s tu t te red .  Dav id  was 
overlooked. Peter failed. Ehud was 
different. Your limitations do not limit 
God. Stop focusing on one thing you 
think disqualifies you and ask God how 
He might use it instead. 

 
 

TUESDAY 
READ Judges 3:20-21 

Ehud acted when the moment came. 
He wasn’t chosen because he was 
perfect. He was chosen because he 
was willing. Many people spend their 
lives waiting until they feel “ready” 
before obeying God. But obedience 
rarely begins with confidence. It begins 
with surrender. God is not searching 
for flawless people. He is looking for 
willing hearts. Take one step today in 
an area where you know God has 
been calling you to act. 

 
 

WEDNESDAY 
READ Judges 3:15 

Israel was trapped and powerless. Yet 
while everyone else saw oppression, 
God already saw deliverance. He had 
prepared someone no one would have 
expected. God sees possibilities where 
people see problems. He sees purpose 
where we see weakness. Nothing 
about your life escapes His attention. 
Pray today: “God, help me see my life 
through Your perspective instead of my 
fears.” 
 
 
 
 
 

THURSDAY 
READ Judges 3:28 

Ehud eventual ly stepped into 
leadership because he stopped hiding 
behind what made him different. Many 
of us disqualify ourselves long before 
God ever would.  
We say: 
     “I’m not experienced enough.” 
     “I’m not spiritual enough.” 
     “I’m not capable enough.” 
But God’s calling is not based on your 
perfection. It is based on His power. 
Replace one self-defeating thought 
today with a truth from God’s Word. 
 

FRIDAY 
READ Judges 3:30 

Ehud was used by God, but God was 
the true deliverer. Israel could not free 
themselves. God stepped in. That 
same pattern points us to Jesus. We 
cannot rescue ourselves from sin, guilt, 
or separation from God. Jesus came to 
do what we could never do on our own. 
Real peace is found in surrendering to 
the Deliverer God provided. Spend 
time thanking Jesus today for the 
freedom and forgiveness He offers. 
 
 

SATURDAY 
READ Judges 3:15 

Ehud probably never imagined God 
would use his life the way He did. But 
God often works through ordinary 
people who simply trust Him enough to 
step forward. You do not have to 
become someone else for God to use 
you. He already knows who you are. 
The question is whether you are willing 
to place your life in His hands. God still 
uses unlikely people today. Pray this 
today: “Lord, use my life however You 
choose.”
