MONDAY 
READ Matthew 6:24 

Balaam wanted God, but he also 
wanted what the world was offering. 
That divided desire slowly clouded his 
spiritual vision. Outwardly, he still 
sounded  sp i r i tua l .  I n te rna l ly , 
compromise was growing. That’s often 
how drift begins. Not with rebellion, but 
with competing priorities. A divided 
heart eventually struggles to hear God 
clearly. Ask yourself honestly today: 
“What has been competing for my 
heart lately?” Surrender it to God in 
prayer. 

 

TUESDAY 
READ Numbers 22:23 

Balaam saw the donkey as the 
problem. In reality, the donkey was 
protecting him. Sometimes what 
frustrates us most is actually God’s 
mercy in disguise. Closed doors. 
Delays. Interrupted plans. They may 
not be punishment. They may be 
protection. God sees what we cannot. 
Instead of resisting one frustration in 
your life today, ask God if He may be 
using it to redirect you. 

 
 

WEDNESDAY 
READ Proverbs 14:12 

Balaam was convinced he was moving 
in the right direction while heading 
toward danger. Spiritual blindness 
rarely happens overnight. It grows 
gradually through ignored convictions, 
small compromises, and misplaced 
priorities. That’s why we need 
Scripture, prayer, and godly people 
around us. Left to ourselves, we can 
drift without realizing it. Spend extra 
time in God’s Word today and ask Him 
to reveal any area where your heart 
may be drifting. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

THURSDAY 
READ James 1:5 

One of the hardest things to admit is 
that we may not see clearly. Balaam 
kept moving forward because he 
assumed he understood the situation. 
Wisdom begins when pride steps aside 
and humility asks God for direction. 
God gives wisdom generously, but we 
must be willing to listen. Before making 
an important decision today, pause 
and pray specifically for God’s wisdom. 
 

FRIDAY 
READ Numbers 22:31 

God did not abandon Balaam in his 
blindness. He confronted him. 
Corrected him. Stopped him. That 
wasn’t rejection; it was grace. 
Sometimes conviction is grace. 
Sometimes correction is grace. 
Sometimes the thing keeping us from 
moving forward is actually God 
rescuing us from the wrong road. God 
loves us enough to interrupt us. Reflect 
on a past disappointment or closed 
door and ask God to show you how He 
may have been protecting you. 
 

SATURDAY 
READ Ephesians 1:18 

More than information, we need 
spiritual sight. We need hearts that 
recognize God’s direction, conviction, 
and truth. Following Jesus means 
more than hearing His voice. It means 
trusting His direction even when we do 
not fully understand it. Jesus is patient 
with spiritually blind people. He 
pursues us, redirects us, and leads us 
toward truth. Pray this today: “Lord, 
open my eyes. Show me where I’ve 
drifted and lead me where You want 
me to go.”
